Washoe RTC

AGC Officers and other representatives recently met with Lee Gibson, new
Executive Director for the Washoe County Regional Transportation Commission
(RTC). The discussion included how AGC might work more closely with RTC to
expedite the construction of critically needed roads for the local area.
