The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has proposed a new rule that 

would establish the first national effluent (discharge) limit for stormwater runoff 

from construction sites. 73 Fed. Reg. 72562, November 28, 2008.  EPA is under a 

court deadline to finalize its effluent limitation guidelines for the “construction and 

development industry” (C&D ELG) by December 1, 2009.  

 

AGC of America is preparing to comment on EPA’s proposal, which includes a 

numeric discharge limit for turbidity that would force contractors to use expensive 

chemical treatments and filtration systems on many job sites.
