The Internal Revenue Service released new detailed information that will help
employers claim credit for the COBRA medical premiums they pay for their former
employees. The IRS unveiled new information on its website, IRS.gov, that includes
an extensive set of questions and answers for employers.

In addition, the website contains a revised version of the quarterly payroll tax return
that employers will use to claim credit for the COBRA medical premiums they pay
for their former employees, Form 941. The form is used to claim the new COBRA
premium assistance payments credit, beginning with the first quarter of 2009.
