Revised OSHA 10/30 Regulation Passed

The Legislative Subcommittee to Review Regulations adopted the following
regulations on Monday, April 19 and they went into effect on Wednesday, April 28.
The major changes to the revised OSHA 10/30 regulation include: clarification on the
definition of Aconstruction workero
fificonstruction wor ker 0, which includ
clerical, engineering, surveying, and materials testing. Finally, a person who performs
on a construction site solely as a public utility employee under the safety regulations
of the public utility commission are also excluded from the OSHA 10/30

requirements.
